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Different LLayers of Taste:
Dance a Dance from My

A friend once gave me a yellow-brown, palm-sized
pastry. At first, | assumed it had a red-bean filling
and so just took a bite without thinking twice. But |
was surprised to find that inside were three distinct
flavors: salty pork floss, sweet mochi, and sweet red-
bean puree. This combination of salty and sweet
enveloped in the springy, al-dente pastry prompted
me to take a close look to see what a rarity it was for
its capacity to hold so many different flavors in such

a small space.

| got this same feeling upon seeing CHOU Shu-yi’s

Dance a Dance from My Yellow Skin.

Upon seeing the Chinese name of the piece, (which
directly translates as “The Place | Started Dancing”),
| assumed it to be about such places as stages,
classrooms, or the street. But the English name gave
me the real clue to its meaning. “Place” in the Chinese
name in fact refers to the body, that is, the dancer’s

roots, culture, and how they influence him/her.

Right after being introduced to the four Taiwanese
dancers, CHENG Chih-chung, YANG Ya-chun, LIANG
Chun-wen, and YU Yen-fang, and the five from
Singapore, CHIEW Pei-shan, CHUA Chiok-woon,
HONG Guo-feng, NG Zu-you, and TUNG Ka-wai, CHOU
asked me, “Can you guess which of them is from
Singapore?” | felt pretty confident at first, but in the
end, | only got three right.

His question along with my incorrect answer were
a perfect representation of the meaning behind the
piece: the migration and dispersion of people with
Chinese heritage. All of the performers have the
appearance that goes with their heritage (making
it hard to guess which country they are from), but
they use different languages - English, Cantonese,
Mandarin - which intertwine as part of their individual
and family histories. During the piece, stories of their

government’s policy on language gradually emerge.

When Europeans first came to East Asia, they viewed
East Asians as white-skinned for a time (describing
them as “yellow” did not come until later). Ideas on
race were much different back then. In other words,
the Europeans had not yet started distinguishing
people based on skin color; instead, they designated
their closeness to another people based on the
latter’s culture (such as whether one was a Christian
or not). The later use of “yellow” is interesting in that
the Chinese associated that color with royalty, so
they not only embraced being called that but started
using it to describe themselves, which is quite in
contrast with how other races strongly resisted being

defined by their skin color.

Dance a Dance from My Yellow Skin explores
through language and the body the similarities and
differences among people with Chinese ancestry. It
begins with individual stories, and then intersection
takes place. | love it when one dancer asks another,
“When you think of a dragon, does it have wings?”
Such a seemingly simple question goes straight
to the heart, because it uses a shared symbol, the
dragon, to point out a difference in the cultures of
varying groups of Chinese ancestry. | can’t think of a

cleverer way of doing it.

Though language is an important part of the piece,
let’s not forget that it’s a dance. | especially like how
the dancers take turns issuing commands in different
languages: “sit down,” “ U5EZE ” (Mandarin for “stand
up”), and “phak” (Taiwanese Hoklo for “get down”),
and everyone does those movements in different
ways - after all, everyone is different physically. In
such a short part of the piece, there is such a richness

of language and diversity in bodily movement.

The beauty in Dance a Dance from My Yellow Skin is
the distinctive flavors in each part. We learn some
history from the stories presented by the dancers,
and our fascination with dance is more than satisfied
by the different ways the nine dancers use their
bodies. The migration and dispersion of people with
Chinese heritage is by no means an easy theme to
tackle, but the piece is just like that pastry | had: in
the choreography, CHOU has properly and with great
care maintained the flavor of each of his ingredients
and placed them in exactly the right spots so that
the audience may fully experience them with a

lingering aftertaste.

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Hitomiza Otome Bunraku:

A Century of Female Power
1n the World of Bunraku

About 320 years ago, long before the advent of
towering three-dimensional signs, lines snaking
outside popular eateries, clerks advertising store
discounts, and the constant flow of tourists in
Osaka’s Dotonbori, Bunraku puppet drama was
captivating the common folk. Theaters were
frequented by audiences eager to experience
tales drawn from historical events and local lore,
presented in the form of Ningyo-Joruri, which quickly
cemented itself as a beloved form of mainstream

entertainment.

Ningyo-Joruri, originating as the chanted narrative
art form "joruri,” merged with puppetry around the
year 1600, laying the foundation for what is known
today as Bunraku. Recognizing its profound cultural
significance, UNESCO designated Bunraku as a
"Masterpiece of the Oral and Intangible Heritage of
Humanity" in 2003.

Otome Bunraku emerged during a time when
performances by women were highly celebrated
and has developed over the past century. This
form diverges from the traditional Bunraku setup,
which typically involves three male puppeteers
collaborating to animate a single puppet. Instead,
Otome Bunraku features a unique approach: a single
female puppeteer skillfully controls a puppet that
is almost her own height. This allows for a profound
connection between the puppeteer and the puppet,
as she seamlessly integrates her movements and
emotions with those of the puppet, achieving
a performance where the art of puppetry and

emotional expression are in exquisite harmony.

In Otome Bunraku, the puppeteer must masterfully
control the puppet's head, torso, hands, and feet
all at once. This demands not only expertise in
puppet manipulation but also a strong foundation
in the physical demands of traditional Japanese
dance and performance. Ninin Sanbaso, a piece
from the Hitomiza Otome Bunraku repertoire, is a
ceremonial dance that seeks blessings for a bountiful
harvest. Originally part of Noh theater, this dance
has found its way into Kabuki, Kagura, and Ningyo
Joruri, adapting over time while remaining a staple in
Japan's diverse folk traditions. Within Ninin Sanbaso,
the performance features two puppets, their
choreographed steps and gestures symbolizing the

farmers' prayers for prosperity and a fruitful yield.

Bunraku uniquely combines chanted recitative,
shamisen music, and puppetry, allowing puppets
with static facial expressions to express profound
emotions vividly. The text, encompassing everything
from the introduction of the plot and the setting
of scenes to the lines, is masterfully delivered by
a single individual, the tayu. This demanding role
requires the tayu to fluidly shift among a wide array
of characters, adeptly handling the dynamic shifts
in the narrative's tension and sometimes embodying
over a dozen distinct personas by themselves.
Utilizing voice alone, without the aid of microphones,
the tayu conveys the subtle distinctions and deep
emotions of each character directly to the audience.
While puppeteers animate the puppets, giving them
motion and essence, it is the tayu's interpretive
artistry that truly breathes life into them, granting

them intention and existence.

Keisei Awa no Naruto: Junreiuta no Dan, the second
excerpt from Hitomiza Otome Bunraku’s repertoire,
premiered in 1768 and is celebrated as a poighant
tragedy. It narrates the story of Jurobei, a samurai,
and his wife Oyumi, who have masqueraded as
robbers for many years, living a life far removed
from their homeland. In a fateful encounter, Oyumi,
while home alone, meets a young girl in search of her
missing parents. To her astonishment, Oyumi realizes
the girl is Otsuru, her own daughter. Despite their
deep and immediate bond, Oyumi, worried about
the consequences of their disguised lives on Otsuru's
safety, is compelled to make the heartbreaking

choice to send her daughter away.

Otsuru's heartfelt plea overwhelms Oyumi with
sorrow. Determined yet heartbroken, Oyumi closes
the door on her daughter, succumbing to her tears. As
Oyumi weeps, her daughter's sorrowful melody slowly
dissipates, leaving her in solitude to navigate her
storm of emotions. This moving moment showcases
the tayu's remarkable skill in embodying both the
mother and daughter, seamlessly transitioning
between their unique vocal tones and inflections.
This nuanced portrayal enriches the scene, making
the tayu's performance outstandingly vivid and

emotionally resonant.

In Zoho Oeyama Shutendoji: Modoribashi no Dan,
the third excerpt brought to us by Hitomiza Otome

Bunraku, a scenario unfolds where a warrior, under

the guise of night, escorts a woman only to discover
her demonic essence reflected beneath a bridge.
This epiphany shifts the narrative from a battle of
wits to a fierce clash, as the woman reveals her true
form as a daunting demon. The agility and range of
the puppets' movements hint at the imminent battle,
while the intensifying chants drive the narrative.
The shamisen player's vigorous use of the bachi*
generates a fast-paced tempo that charges the
atmosphere. Serving as an individual orchestra, the
shamisen envelops the emotional breadth of the
story, captivating the audience and mirroring the

subtexts and complex emotions of the characters.

In Otome Bunraku, the roles of the tayu, musician,
and puppeteers are equally pivotal. Their combined
expertise and passion converge on stage, resulting in
moments of profound impact that vividly showcase
their commitment to this traditional art form. Over
the course of more than a century, Otome Bunraku
has navigated the challenges of post-war periods to
secure its place once again on the international stage

of cultural and artistic preservation.

*The bachi, a gingko leaf-shaped plectrum, is used in
playing the shamisen, either to strum the strings or

to tap on the instrument's skin-covered body.

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Extraordinary Magnetism of a

Star Vocalist:

Joyce DiDONATO

and Her Eden

In late 2009, a number of British and American
classical music magazines and critics chose mezzo-
soprano Joyce DiDONATO as their person of the year.
As a result, many Taiwanese music lovers wanted to
know what all the fuss was about. |, however, was
not surprised at all, because | had been lucky enough
to witness the reason that July, when she played
the female lead in the London Royal Opera House’s
production of ROSSINI’'s The Barber of Seville. After
singing the famous aria “Una voce poco fa” on the
night of the premiere, she slipped and fractured her
ankle. Who would have thought she would actually

“break a leg” during the show!

Even more surprisingly, the show went on! Despite
the searing pain, she completed the entire
performance, supported by a crutch. The other
performers responded with like dexterity. For
instance, superstar tenor and male lead Juan Diego
FLOREZ at one point lent her a hand of support to
ensure she could finish her song. During the following
performances, she sang from a wheelchair, as
can be seen in the DVDs. No matter how you look
at it, that series of performances is amazing and
legendary. Such resolution and strength on the part
of DIDONATO earned her both massive respect from

audiences and her title as artist of the year.

That incident was a blessing in disguise. Two years
before, she had performed at the Metropolitan
Opera House in New York and had also had major
roles in operas in the US and Europe, but The Barber
of Seville gave her name a deserving boost to
superstar status. Though she is generally a mezzo-
soprano, strictly speaking, her voice is actually closer
to that of a soprano. She has what it takes for light,
quick coloratura singing and has put on especially
outstanding performances of Baroque, classical, and
bel canto singing while steadily expanding into more
dramatic roles. She possesses a keen understanding
of recording too, using it to present music in a way
that differs from live shows, such as with more
expressiveness and intense variety in mood. With her
masterly skill, the recordings brim with dramatic flair.
Her painstakingly designed albums and concerts are
one of a kind in form and remain in communication

with the new generation in opera.

In fact, communication is one of her greatest
strengths. What should musicians be doing today, in
the 21st century? As an iconic performer, DIDONATO
has a strong appeal that allows her to organize
highly creative concerts and recording projects (such
as Diva, Divo and Drama Queens), and some echo

the times. Her album In War and Peace, released

in November 2016, was a response to the suicide
bomb attack in Paris a year before, and it showed
that Baroque and classical music can indeed express
a contemporary spirit and interact with our times.
The album evolved into a well-received concert,
which came to Taiwan in 2019 and made such an
impression that members of the audience likely still

remember it as if it happened just yesterday.

A concert can be a form of communication with
society, and it can also be a means of education.
DiDONATO’s Master Classes at Carnegie Hall, which
began in 2015, are the best example of that. They
are a wonderful experience whether or not you
have learned how to sing or are a musician, because
their appeal goes beyond singing instruction as
they cause people to contemplate art and life. She
may have quite a name for herself, but it has by no
means come easily. When she was at the Houston
Grand Opera, her instructor said she had a problem
with her technique, and she spent a while correcting

it. But by the age of 29, she still had not found an

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agent, and no one looked any more favorably on her
even though she had tested into the Houston Grand
Opera. Far from keeping her down, these frustrations
pushed her to excel. As a result of her history, she is
especially moved and inspired by what the younger
generation and her audiences have to say about her
performances. With such tempering, it should come
as no surprise that she had the strength to complete
that premiere of The Barber of Seville despite the

pain.

This year, for her second trip to Taiwan, she will come
to Weiwuying and bring us Eden, her latest work,
which is not only sure to be exceptional but also
inspirational in many ways. | hope Taiwan’s music
lovers will seize this precious opportunity to connect

with the world and not miss a brilliant show!

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hether Something Is Boring
Is All About How You Look at It
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Hiromu ARAKAWA'’s Creative
Inspiration from Her Own Life

In part one of this article, | talked about looking at
ordinary things in a different way, and here | want to
continue with that in discussing an interesting comic,
Fullmetal Alchemist. | can still feel how it moved me
when | read it in high school. The protagonists, brothers
Edward and Alphonse, who are almost the same age
as me, try to bring their mother back to life (which is
forbidden in the world of alchemy) and consequently
pay hefty prices - the removal of portions of their
bodies - as demanded by the god Truth.

Edward, the elder of the two, has his left leg and
right arm taken away, and Alphonse loses his whole
body, his soul remaining in a huge suit of armor.
Their mother, whom they worked so hard to save, is
unable to take proper human form, her head and legs
reversed so that all she can do is crawl like a worm (I
definitely had more than one nightmare about that
imagery). Also unforgettable are the evil Shou Tucker,
who turns his own daughter into a chimera, the
Philosopher’s Stones (made at the cost of hundreds

of thousands of souls), and the immortal homunculi.

A freelance editor, writer who has worked in the art/
culture and design sectors for years, she has held
positions in design and lifestyle media firms and

Having read thus far, you might be thinking this is a
horror comic, but incorporating a humorous narrative
style into such serious material is one of Hiromu
ARAKAWA'’s strengths. The storyline begins from
the viewpoint of the childlike-innocent brothers,
smoothly bringing readers into their world. Balancing
the serious with playfulness, the impact of the
heavy plot aspects of ethnic war and biochemical
experiments is softened. The author also brings some
manzai into the vivid personalities of the characters,
such as Edward’s extraordinary alchemy skill but
complete lack of aesthetic, and how he goes ballistic
whenever he hears anything related to the concept
of “short”; or how his brother has a tough appearance
(after all, he’s in a suit of armor) but is a sucker for
stray cats who need to be rescued. One plays the
fool while the other mocks, bundling their friendship,
love, and comradeship in a fun way. In the appendix,
the author, always portrayed as a cow in her picture,
shares her feelings, a mixture of pain and joy, about

drawing in a way that makes me laugh my head off.

With the meticulous structure and storyline drawn
during an era when the styles of men and women
were still quite distinct, my ideas on gender were
overturned when | found out ARAKAWA is a woman
who loves the Romance of the Three Kingdoms and
who, before moving to Tokyo to pursue her dream
of drawing comics, worked for seven years on her
family’s farm and had earned a black belt in karate in
high school. | also greatly admire how she has used
her life experiences in her work. For instance, in her

family, if you didn’t work, you couldn't eat, and in

martial arts, she showed us how to respond to flows
based on how they come. The female characters in
her comics are always more spirited and brave than
the males, this being inspired by her origins from
a farming family, in which women are just as an
important source of labor as men. Also, the “automail”
prostheses, steel substitutes for lost limbs in the
story, were inspired by what she saw while working in
a rehabilitation center. She has taken so much from
her life experiences in creating that fantasy universe,

and it truly nurtured my growth.

We’re coming upon the 20th anniversary since the
release of the story, which means I've hit mid-life,
and that cow has recently re-emerged. The Noble
Farmer, a series that started being published in 2006,
has been released as an anime TV series. ARAKAWA,
in cow form (as is her whole family), narrates
what went on in her home in a hilarious way, with
inspiration coming from such things as potatoes,
bears, and vegetable thieves. The super-funny five-
minute shows also offer bits of farm trivia to viewers
and show us that it takes a lot of work to produce the

food we eat.

ARAKAWA long ago said that she would enjoy
the chance to draw an illustrated story about her
experiences in farming, though she was doubtful
about whether anyone would be interested. The
editor working with her was quite supportive, saying
that common knowledge in farming is by no means
something most people know about; thus, her
confidence to draw about it was born. Her 2011 iconic
manga series Silver Spoon relates her experiences
studying at an agricultural high school through the
story of a young boy who goes to study at such a
school in a rural area to avoid the pressure of having
failed to test into a good high school in the city. He
is surprised by how physically demanding this new
world is and how studying hard is useless - 80%
of the knowledge is acquired through a hands-on
approach. Besides doing farm work, he has to train
horses and clean the chicken coop. Through much

frustration, he gains confidence and independence.

The story lucidly conveys what ARAKAWA has seen

and experienced, depicting through the medium
of humor a non-mainstream school life that
incorporates a lot of valuable knowledge on farming,
raising animals, and food processing. For instance, the
protagonist becomes vehemently opposed to eating
eggs upon finding out they come out through the
hen’s cloaca (the excretory tract), but hunger wins in
the end with the temptation of hot eggs prepared
with soy sauce. Another time, he has arranged to
watch a baseball game with his classmates but is
called away to come help with the birth of a calf - a
stinky, bloody operation - which wears him out and

causes him to miss the best part of the game.

That year, it is said that the comic caused more teens
to choose to study at agricultural high schools and
more of the general population to pay greater attention
to the state of the agriculture industry. The comic
also discusses how the children of farmers become
caught between pursuing their dreams and taking
on the family business. ARAKAWA has said that since
most of the readers are teens, she looked to encourage
sincerity and honesty through her work, that is, to
embolden readers to have the guts to take action even
when faced with something unpleasant. Her gentle yet
strong method of creating a set of diverse values and
channels for life reflection shows readers that there are

numerous possibilities in life and art.

These three works are inspired by real events and focus
on everyday life. | really like how it says at the end of The
Noble Farmer, “Whether something is boring is all about
how you look at it” Some of the people with restrained
radiance | have interviewed in the past ask me, “There’s
nothing special about my life (job). Why are you so
interested in it?” Well, what is ordinary to one person
can be quite intriguing to someone else. It’s all about
your angle. How do you perceive life? Are you looking
for inspiration? Like ARAKAWA, maybe you can find
something in the “ordinary”” After all, there are no limits
when it comes to art. It just takes a spark to set off a

beautiful firework.
